 Saturday, July 11th – AWAY vs DeLaSalle 
o Location: Baltimore Pike, Springfield.  Directions:  Take Springfield Road to Bishop Avenue.  

Make a right at the light.  Continue to Baltimore Pike and make a right at the light.  Make a right 
into the Knights of Columbus parking lot.  (fyi – you’ve gone too far if you pass the Ford 
dealership, turn around!).
